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How you can become victorious in your fight against fruit flies
Fruit Flies are annoying but you can prevent this if you keep your home clean. Remove the source of fruit flies and their breeding areas. Fruit flies have a 10 day life cycle so they have plenty of time to lay their eggs. Don’t leave any area in your house unclean and observe the following list carefully.
· Always wash your dishes and keep your kitchen sink clean and dry.

· Don’t leave wet dishrags on the kitchen counter or anywhere the kitchen.
· Your garbage can should have a tight cover and always be disposed of daily.

· Throw away all spoiled fruits and vegetables

· If possible keep all your fruit juice or any vinegar products in your refrigerator, if not make sure that they are tightly sealed.

· Clean up all spills.
· Clean up any spills from the refrigerator, top and under.
· Clean all your kitchen utensils and appliances and keep them dry.

· Don’t use manure for fertilizer in your garden.

· Screen up your doors and windows.

After doing all the above then you can be sure that you have now minimized the occurrence of any fruit flies in the house. To be free of them entirely observe the following information on  “How to trap fruit flies?” .
A Bowl Trap

Put a ripe skinless fruit with a wine or vinegar in a bowl. Cover it tightly with a plastic wrap and punch small holes which are large enough for fruit flies to get in. When they get in they won’t be able to get out. Make sure that your hole is not too big or the fruit flies won’t be trapped inside but will be able to fly back out.

Keep in mind fruit flies like banana. Instead of putting vinegar or wine in the trap try using banana. The smell of it alone attracts fruit flies. There are a lot of “How to trap fruit flies?” suggestions online. Check them out.
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Do chemicals have to be involved?  Interesting new extermination tactic

The first signs of fruit flies may prompt you to clean up your whole house. Don’t waste any time and start cleaning up all dirt, spills and mess inside your house. These fruit flies multiply in numbers in such a short time so it is important to get rid of everything that serves as their breeding place.
Getting rid of their breeding place will stop them from increasing their numbers. So make sure you throw away all spoiled fruits, vegetables and any left over foods. Always ensure that your trash has a tight cover and make sure to dispose it often. Clean up everything from any spills and messes and keep all areas of your house clean and dry. Sanitation is the best way to control Fruit flies.

Flies Extermination

When you are able to control the fruit flies and are able to eliminate all their sources of food as well as their breeding places, the next step is to exterminate all fruit flies flying around. You don’t have to use any chemicals to exterminate fruit flies. 

Bug Zapper

Fruit flies are attracted by light. This bug zapper will do the trick. Turn off all other lights and turn on this bug zapper. 

Lemongrass oil spray

Make a solution of lemongrass oil. Ten drops of oil with two ounces of hot water will work well. Spray the house with the solution. This kills not only fruit flies but other insects as well.
Fruit Flies and Banana

Take a slice of banana and put it in a clean bottle. Cover with a plastic wrap and make sure it is sealed. Poke small holes in the plastic. Make the holes big enough for the fruit flies to slip in. place the bottle where you find lots of fruit flies and leave it for a day.
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How you can get rid of fruit flies without calling an exterminator

Flies! Flies! Flies!

These fruit flies are so annoying. When they come, they come in masses especially when the female fruit flies starts to breed. They usually produce about 500 eggs, these eggs will hatch in 30 hours. The life cycle of a fruit fly is complete in eight days so they will easily increase in numbers in just a few days.
Avoid Them

You can get rid of fruit flies on your own and save a lot of money. Before trapping this insect, make sure to clean up your whole house first. Clean up every area in your house from your kitchen, living area, bathroom and bedroom. Eliminate everything that will serve as their breeding place. Their source of food is also their breeding place.

Make sure to throw out any spoiled food you find in your house. Clean up any spills and messes on your table, kitchen counter top, floors and anywhere inside your house. Don’t leave any wet dish rags hanging around. Just make sure everything is clean and dry because fruit flies breed in moist areas.
After you have done the cleaning part, it is time to get rid of fruit flies which are flying around. You can do this yourself without calling an exterminator and save money. Just follow the steps below.

Plastic zip lock bag trap

Place a few slices of apple inside the bag and leave it open an inch, enough for the fruit flies to get in. You will find these little insects around the apple in no time. You can also use banana instead of apple, these fruits easily attracts fruit flies. Zip the bag and kill the fruit flies. You can do this over and over again till you finally get rid of all those fruit flies.
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Save yourself time and money, do it yourself!

Get rid of fruit flies! Do it yourself to save money. Of all the insects, Fruit flies are the most irritating. They usually come with the fruit or vegetables you bought. If you leave fruit to get spoiled you more likely to find lots of fruit flies in your kitchen. Getting rid of them is a pain sometimes.
Get rid of its breeding ground

The Best way to kill fruit flies is to eliminate their food supply and breeding areas.  If you eliminate their food source then you have eliminated the breeding area too. Their breeding area and food are the same. Go through your entire house to get rid of these breeding areas. Just keep in mind that fruit flies breed in moist conditions. 
The most common breeding place of fruit flies are over ripe fruits and vegetables, dirty and wet wash rags, spills and messes. Make sure to get rid of the following in all areas of your house.

Kitchen

Get rid of any spoiled food in the kitchen counter, table or anywhere in the kitchen.  Don’t leave any unwashed and wet dish rags hanging. Make sure your trash can has a tight lid and throw it away as often as you can before it overflows. Clean your cabinets for any spills and messes. Just investigate every area in the kitchen and remove all spills and messes to avoid fruit flies.
Living Areas and Bathroom
Clean up any food left over in your living room. Inspect carefully for any spills in your carpet and clean it up and dry. In your bathroom, be sure to clean it all up and get it dry. Inspect your cabinets for any leaks.

Simplest and cost effective trap
When you are done eliminating food supply and breeding areas, it is time to get rid of what is left of fruit flies inside your home. Put about 1/8 apple cider vinegar in a glass and add a little dish detergent and mix it. Place the glass where you find lots of fruit flies overnight. You will find lots of fruit flies in the morning.

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An amateurs guide to fighting these lil' buggers

Fruit flies can infest your home anytime of the year but they usually come more often during harvest when there are lots of fruits and vegetables. They usually breed on rotten fruits so make sure to throw out any fruit that has been there for too long. If you have a lot of fruit then it is better keep it refrigerated than leave it on your table or kitchen counter top.

How to kill fruit flies? There are many fruit flies traps that you can make to get rid of this annoying insect but before that should get rid of their breeding place. Female fruit flies breed a lot of eggs. Eliminating the fruit flies without eliminating their food source and breeding place doesn’t completely solve the problem.

Eliminating breeding areas

Make sure to eliminate their breeding areas. Their food supply is also their breeding area. If you get rid of their breeding place then you get rid of their food supply too. Make sure to clean up every area in your house. Look for any spills and messes in your cabinet (inside, under and top), floor, table ad kitchen top. Make sure everything is clean and dry. 

Throw away all spoiled food and make sure your trash can is covered tightly. Don’t leave any unclean, wet rags, mops or dish rags hanging around. Cover your windows and doors with a screen to prevent fruit flies entering from outside. After cleaning up everything, you are now ready to kill those fruit flies flying around.
A Funnel Trap

Get a sheet of paper, make a cone and apply tape on the outside so that the cone stays in place. Make sure that it fits a cup or a glass. Cut the tip of the cone so that now you have a funnel. Pour cedar vinegar into the glass or cup and insert the funnel in to the glass or cup, but don’t let the tip of the funnel touch the liquid inside. Tape the funnel so that there is no gap between the glass and the cone.
Place this glass or cup in the area where you find a lot of fruit flies. The flies will be attracted to the smell and fly into the cone. The flies will be trapped down or drown into the vinegar. Leave it overnight and you will be amazed at the number of fruit flies that are trapped there.

Where do they thrive?

Fruit flies are attracted to rotten fruits and vegetables and will punish you if you leave these types of organic material behind. Fruit flies have a life-cycle of 10 days which could give them enough time to infest your home if left unsanitized.
Cleanliness

The best way to avoid fruit flies is by sanitizing your home. Be sure to clean every day and discard any overripe fruits. Always make sure that your home is clean so that it does not become a breeding ground for fruit flies.
If they do appear, there are amazing techniques that are easy and effective for fruit fly extermination. Setting traps is a good technique as they are quick to set up. All you have to do is to wait and check for results.
Funnel Trap
A funnel trap is easy and effective. All you have to do is create a funnel and place it on a glass or cup with vinegar, making sure that the funnel tip does not touch the liquid. Spray

After sanitizing your home and you still have unwanted fruit flies flying around, you can now use ways of eliminating those using materials that can be found at the comfort of your own home. A trap for fruit flies is an easy way of getting rid the unwanted fruit flies and is easy to make.
Easy Traps

One of the simplest traps to make is apple cider vinegar or balsamic vinegar mixed with liquid dish detergent at the bottom of the glass. This type of mixture has a smell of rotting fruit which fruit flies are attracted to. Place them in infested areas overnight and you will see dead fruit flies in the morning.
You can also make a covered trap by pouring some wine, juice or vinegar in a glass. Cover with plastic wrap and poke a few holes in it. This is also effective and you will see a lot of trapped fruit flies after placing it within an infested area.
If you want to have fun while catching fruit flies, try putting a few slices of apple in a zip lock bag and leave about an inch of opening. Fruit flies will be attracted to the apple and would then be trapped. When you feel that the trap is full, zip it and you have now caught fruit flies.
Another easy trap for fruit flies which is simple to make is a funnel trap. Create a funnel and place it over a glass with a vinegar and dishwashing liquid mixture. The fruit flies will slide down the funnel and eventually drown in the mixture.
Why is it effective?
Most of these simple traps operate in the same principle, by using a mixture of vinegar and dishwashing liquid. Make sure to use apple cider vinegar or balsamic vinegar as pure white vinegar is ineffective. The dishwashing liquid breaks the tension causing the fruit flies to drown and is an equally important ingredient for the trap.

Fly Killers

There are a lot of different types of fruit fly killers, some are more effective than others while some are just myths and don’t work. Fruit flies may appear after getting the scent of rotten fruits and once they appear, you might want to get rid of them as they can become very annoying.
Prevention

The most effective way is always prevention. Make sure that your house is clean and sanitized, removing any the overripe fruits and throwing them away. Clean all possible sources that a fruit fly is attracted to.
Choose the Right Vinegar

The fruit fly is attracted to vinegar, but you must choose the right type of vinegar. The best types of vinegars to use are the balsamic vinegar and apple cider. Malt vinegar will also work but is not as effective when compared with cider vinegar.
Alcohol, Wine, Detergent? 
Alcoholic drinks such as wine work extremely well in the elimination of fruit flies. A wine bottle left open can be used as a trap without adding a funnel. Beer sometimes works too.
A dishwashing detergent must be mixed with the vinegar as this is what that traps the fruit flies. The detergent actually reduces the surface tension allowing the fruit flies to sink and therefore trapping them. This makes for the mixture effective fruit fly killers.
If vinegar doesn’t work, the use of soy sauce might. Another method that is ineffective is by using bleach. 
An ugly but effective way is by using flypaper rolls over an infested area. These must be used with caution and kept out of the reach of children because these traps are poisonous. 

With this quick review on fruit flies, you can now see the effective and ineffective ways of catching fruit flies. Some may prove worthy fruit fly killers while some methods would be best avoided.

What are Fruit flies?

Fruit flies are those little insects that you see flying around, which are colored brown and are not afraid of people. Sometimes, it seems that it is hard to get rid of them. They fly around and may fly up your nose and maybe into your mouth.

Getting Rid of Them

Getting rid of fruit flies is not that difficult and you may simply need to do some cleaning. You will need to find their source and remove it.

If you do not want to set traps inside the house, then you may need another way to get them to fly out of the house.

The First thing you have to do is to locate their source. Find the food on which they lay their eggs, and find what food source they are in. Throw out the garbage everyday and never leave rotting food on your kitchen counter. Flies can develop in a day so as much as possible, you would want to keep your place clean.
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Fruit Fly Trap – Create a Trap that Works Using Items Around Your Home

The following are simple fruit fly traps that you can make with what is available at home.

Simple Trap

A simple yet effective fruit fly trap is to place a bowl of vinegar with several drops of citrus smelling liquid detergent which will attract the fruit flies. When this happens, the fruit flies drown in the liquid. Lay out a fresh bowl every night in order to keep the smell strong enough to attract the fruit flies.

Fresh Fruit Bait

Use a piece of freshly cut fruit and place it in a jar. Roll a piece of paper into a funnel shape and place it into the top of the jar. Make sure that the bottom opening of the funnel isn’t touching the fruit so that the flies would not be able to exit easily. Make sure that the sides of the funnel do not have any cracks which the flies would be able escape from. Always replace the fruit to avoid breeding new fruit flies. If you think the funnel is a bit difficult, just cover the jar with a plastic wrap and just poke some holes onto it.

Coca-Cola

This trap uses an inch or two of Classic Coke in the bottom of the Coke bottle. Drill a small hole on the cap and place the cap on the bottle. Now, set the bottle in the room where there is a lot of fruit flies.

Beer Trap

Put beer or wine in a mason jar. Fill it to around 2” to 3” with beer and cover the opening with plastic wrap and secure it with a rubber band. By poking a few holes on the top, the flies will not easily get out of the jar.
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Fruit flies Problem – You’ve Got the Problem and We’ve Got the Solution!

Fruit fly maybe a problem in every household but getting rid of them should not be too much of a problem. There are many ways to get rid of them. There are natural organic ways of trapping these flies and there are also ways where you can get rid of them easily by using insect spray.

Organic Ways of Trapping Fruit flies

Organic ways include natural methods of trapping the fruit flies by using fresh fruits, cola, beer and other possible ways that would not include chemical insecticides.

The basic ones include vinegar and citrus scented dishwashing detergent. The scent of this will attract the flies to the scent and drown them when they land on the vinegar. You should always keep a fresh batch every night so that there is a strong scent.

Another way would be to put food / cola / beer in a jar and closing that jar with a plastic wrap and sealing it with a rubber band. Poke some holes on the plastic wrap to easily trap the fruit fly. Always remember to remove or throw out the batch everyday to avoid breeding a new batch of flies.

Inorganic Way of Getting Rid of Fruit flies

An inorganic way of getting rid of them would be to use some sort of insecticide which kills all insects. Spraying this in your house before you leave will avoid exposure to any chemicals in the product and kill the fruit flies.

Or, you could hire an exterminator if there is already a large infestation in your house. By doing this, you are ensured that the fruit flies will be gone by the time you get home.

Keeping It Clean

Of course, all of this would be fruitless if you do not keep your house clean. Keeping your house clean by throwing away rotten foods, removing crumbs on your table, cleaning under your stove and all the basic needs to avoid breeding fruit flies.
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Get Rid of Fruit Fly – Whether You’ve Got One or Many We’ll Teach You How

If your house has fruit flies you can easily trap them using organic methods. You can also use chemical solutions to kill all fruit flies and there are also other means of trapping them. But what you will have to keep in mind is that no matter how you trap them and no matter how many you can kill, if you cannot keep your house or area clean, then, it will just be useless.

First Things First

The First thing you should do is to get rid of any food sources of the fruit fly. Clean up the house to find these. Next would be to find out if there are only several of them growing or are there many of them.

Getting Rid of them

If you have several of them growing and flying around, then, the infestation is that big yet. If you can throw away the food source, you will be able to stop them from reproducing. You can get rid of them by using vinegar with a few drops of citrus detergent which attracts and drowns them. You can also get rid of them using cola or beer in a jar by placing plastic wrap on with a rubber band holding it in place. You can catch the flies by poking a few holes in the plastic wrap. The flies will fly into the holes but will have a hard time getting out. Make sure that there are no other ways out for the flies.

If you have an infestation, then, you can set fly traps such as fly strips, insecticides or use organic methods in trapping them. Basically, just getting to the fruit flies’ food source removing it will get rid of most of the flies. Setting organic traps will require that you remove them everyday to avoid grow further growth of fruit flies.
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Fruit flies Information – What Works and What Doesn’t When Fighting Fruit flies

You might wonder why some information given on trapping fruit flies does not work. Most methods should work but each of them will depend on the level of infestation there is in your home. If there are a lot of fruit flies in your home, you may not be able to kill/trap them all just by using a mason jar. Several combinations may be needed to trap them. 

What to Look For

If you have seen a few flies which are growing in numbers each day even though you’ve set traps and have caught several of them, you might have overlooked a few things when getting rid of fruit flies. You need to find the food source of the fruit flies. If you have not found it yet, start cleaning up. By cleaning up, you will be dusting, wiping and mopping high and low and you will find it sooner or later. Once you have your house clean, start setting traps. 

Setting the Traps

Keep it in mind not to leave food on counters and always wipe crumbs on the counter. After cooking, clean inside and out to remove all the possible places that a fruit fly can grow. You cab also set homemade traps but these traps are only effective for only a few flies and if you will need to change its contents daily.

If you still see new batches of flies flying around, you should continue the cleaning process as well as laying out traps. You will be rid of the flies in 2-3 weeks time. The gestation period of a fruit fly is about 7 to 10 days and you cannot get rid of them in one full sweep. You will have to clean for several weeks to get rid of them completely.
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How you can be fruit fly free today
Fruit flies can be very irritating. Once they come in your house they stay and it’s quite hard to get rid of them. The best way to deal with them it is through prevention, prevent them from infiltrating your home by disposing all fruits and vegetables before they become over ripe or get spoiled.

If prevention does not work observe this fruit flies advice on how to get rid of this altogether.

Tips in getting rid of fruit flies

· Put all your soda and beer cans in plastic bag, seal it and dispose of it.

· Use Fly traps. Hang fly strips with strips exposed on both sides. Fruit flies are attracted to it and will stick.

· Make a fruit fly trap. Put a small amount of red wine in a bowl and cover it with a plastic wrap. Make sure to seal the edge of the bowl. Punch small holes which are large enough for fruit flies to get in but not big enough for to get back out. Once the crawl in they should not be able to escape.

· Fruit Flies love light. Bug Zappers can do the trick. Turn off all lights in the room and turn on the bug zapper. 

Of course nothing can beat cleanliness. The number one fruit fly advice given by experts is to control fruit flies through eliminating their breeding place. To achieve that, you have to keep your house clean and dry. Clean every area of the house. 

Clean all rags and dish rags. Don’t leave any wet rags hanging around because this attracts fruit flies. Always keep clean and dry the rags before hanging them in the kitchen. Also make sure your windows and doors are screened to prevent fruit flies getting inside the house.

· Put all soda and beer cans in a separate sealed plastic bag. Make sure your trash can has a tight cover. Dispose of all garbage often.

These pests are most abundant in summer seasons or harvest when fruits begins to ripen. Spoiled fruits and vegetables attract these insects.

Female fruit flies can lay up to 500 eggs or even more at one time, these eggs hatch in just 30 hours. They feed and breed on the same place. There life cycle completes in just a week so you can imagine how they can multiply their numbers fast. 

Control Measures

Since we know that they feed and breed in the same place then it is prudent to eliminate the source. You must clean your entire house from all spills and messes. Throw away all spoiled fruits and vegetables and left over foods. Don’t leave any fruit in the pantry, put all your fruits in the refrigerator instead. 

Fruit flies are also attracted to light so a bug zapper light can really help in minimizing their numbers while you try to eliminate all possible breeding grounds inside your home. Also make sure to screen your windows and doors so that fruit flies can’t get in from the outside.

Fruit Flies Traps
After eliminating all their hiding places and breeding grounds then should set some fruit fly traps in order to get rid of them altogether. You can use commercial sprays or you can create your own fruit fly traps. 

Simple fruit fly traps such as a cider vinegar in a bowl are covered by plastic wrap. Poke small holes which are large enough for fruit flies to crawl through, this will trap them inside.

The Life of a Fruit Fly
Interesting Facts

In case you are wondering about the life of the fruit fly, a fruit fly has four stages in its life cycle. The four stages of a fruit fly are egg, larva, pupa, and adult stage. Usually, the egg and larval stages are eight days long and the pupal stage takes six days, therefore becoming an adult in about two weeks.
After just 24 hours after the egg has been laid, the larva hatches. The cuticle, mouth, hooks, and spiracles are shed within the two  molting periods of the larva. 
Growth

During the periods of growth, before and after molting, the larva is called an instar. The fruit fly has three instars and at the third instar, the puparium develops and becomes hard in texture and dark in color.
The metamorphosis phase takes place in the puparium. The pupa darkens before the adult fly emerges from the puparium. The fruit fly’s folded wings and pigment of the eyes can be seen if one looks closely through the puparium just 24 hours before the adult fruit fly emerges.
Adult Flies

The adult forces its way through the anterior end or operculum of the puparium upon the completion of metamorphosis. The fruit fly appears light in color having a long abdomen and unexpanded wings initially. And in just a few hours, the fruit fly extends its wings, has a rounder abdomen, and the fly gets darker in color.
It is already possible for the females to start laying eggs just around 48 hours after the fly emerges from the puparium. The flies are fertile for life after reaching its maturity and a female fruit fly can store the sperm after a single insemination to be used for many reproductions. For this reason, the use of virgin females for genetic crosses is important. There are only 12 hours that the female fruit fly can be considered as a virgin after it emerges as an adult.

A fruit fly can has four stages in its life cycle, namely the egg, larva, pupa, and adult stage. At 21 degrees Celsius, typical classroom temperature, the fruit fly can produce new adults in two weeks; eight days in the larval and egg stages, and six days in the pupal stages. The fruit fly may live up to several weeks.
